c. Re the Remembrance Sunday working-group, Cllr Drabble reported that a formal road-closure of the A6 had now been agreed by HPBC.

a. The Clerk was thanked for obtaining an email from the Duchy of Lancaster re repairs to the market cross.
b. It was resolved to decline a request received from the Secretary of the Chapel Footpaths committee for a stipend.
c. In response to an email from the Bowling Club, it was acknowledged that they are a valued tenant, but their belief that a £10k budget provision had been made by the Parish Council for works there was erroneous. It was resolved that the Council’s Bowling Green working group should meet soon, and that Cllrs Foreshew-Cain and Williams be appointed additional members of that group.
d. In response to an emailed proposal, it was resolved to allow a photographic project on Leys allotments (subject to any individual plot-holder not wishing to be involved). 

24/228	Schedule of accounts for payment It was resolved to approve the attached schedule of payments (totals £101,711.06 + £1,254.69). It was also noted that rents receivable by the Council are under review by the Finance & Town Hall committee.

24/229	        S106 payment to the Council It was noted that payments to the Parish Council under a 2013 ‘Section 106’ agreement with Seddon Homes which were thought to have timed-out (and were thus not paid) are currently being re-discussed with Seddon Homes, so it is possible that they may yet get paid to the Parish Council in some form.
